The most common breedsdt are eligiblgor a breed heigt exemption are the Basset Hound,
Dachshund, Petite Basset Griffoendeen,Cardigan Welsh Corgi, and Pembroke Welsh Corgi
Occasionally there are individuals frormhet breeds that exhibit shid legs in comparison to ovah
height and hey can apply foa height exemption. Mixed breed dogs displaying physical
characterisics ofany of the above listed dogs may apply for eight exemption.

Requests are considered anindividual basis. Twoigtures of the dog standindront and sideas
well as a letér of request with verification of height/weight are required wherpgpngfor ajump
height exemption. It is believed thaat all times, handlers will enter theilodsat the appropriate
heights, using sound ethics andad sportsmansku. This height eception is for the health and well
being of the dog, not to give ordng a ompetitive edge over another dog. NADAC assuthasany
handler who enters a dog at a lowkeight has done so to nwaiain the longevity and gookbealth of
their canine companionNADAC does not accept letters from owners or veterinarians requgiit
adogbe permitted to jump lower than the statjump height due to poor conformation or
soundness issues.

An owner ofa dog that weighs more tha® %2 times the hight of the dog may submit pictures, height
and weight of the dog for consideration afheidit exemption status. This weight/height ratioiivnot
automatically qualify a dog for a lgdt exemption status.

Dogsthat receive a jump heighb@mption are norequired to be neasured. Handlers will receive a
height card for their dog once thegquestisapproved.
3.3 For Exhibition Only (FEO) Entries:

There is a fee to redee a permanent height cardvhich covers processing,ipting and mailag costs.
Heightcards are issued to NADAC Associates at no cost.

3.5 Official Measurement

The hat club/group may appoint a qualified person meeasure dogs. However, should a
measuremenby a person who is not aifige be within onéhalf (1/2)inch or less blew the maximum
shoulder height of a jump height group, the judge of record or offitieasuing judge for the trial is
required to measure¢hat dog. Any exhibitor whose dog measutgsto a higher jump heighgroup
when measured by a steawd may requesthat the judge remeasure their dog.

Judges under supervision are not approved as meag judges.All other judges on the NADAC
WdzR 3§ @and ptkww.nadaccom/judgelist/) are approed to measure fopermanent heigh
cards.

A dog may have to move up to a higher jump height afterti@asurein process. An exhibitor may
choose to jump athe lower height and run as an FEO (Foriliitthn Only) entry. The dgsion of the
judge or supensing judge shabe final.

A judge may choose to measure a dog at that trial regardless of whetladtig has a measurement
card. The judge may changeetjumping height that the dog competes irr that trial if the judge
deems that the dog should ba & different heght group than hat which he was entered in. If a judge
places a dog with a height rchinto a different jump height group, then a reportumst be made to the
NADAC office notifying &m of the move up in jump &ight.

A handlers never required to move a dog up to afmer level
of competition after a title is@mpleted, or if the higher level is above the 2 3 Qiding &nilJ
performance level.

If a dog is prenaturely moved to a highdevel ina class before compiag the requrements for the
lower level title in thatclass, the dog must go back to the lowerdeto complete the requirements
for that levd title before any higher level titles will be awardeshy points earned at thaigher level
prior to the competion of thelower level title will be lost. This rubpplies to the certification title,
which ineach tass requires 30points, and not to tle Outstamling and Superior titleSThus,a dog

may moveto Open Jumpers and earmints ard titles once the Naee Jumpers tie has been earned;
the Outstanding Opedumpers title, however, does not require ti@utstanding Novice Jumpers title,
and so forh.

Grandfathering
As of Januar 1st, 2019:

NADAC now allows grandfathering in from etlvenues. Meaning if you are at a highdieof
competition you cartransfer over to NADAC amwntinue to run at the higer level of competition.

Because of the increasing nuar of agility venueand constanyy evolving sport of dog agility we are
taking a simplistic approach to this rather thaompicating the issue.

Regular class:

To run in theElitelevel,you will needto be competing in thdighest level of competitiomiyour
chosen venue.
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To run inthe OpenLevel,you will needto be compeing in theOpenlevel of competition in your
chosenvenue.

Jumpers:

Same requirements as Rdguabove.

Gamblers:

Same equirements as Regular above.

Touch n Go, Chancesjrihelers, Weavers, Baelers and Hopers

Since there is no equivalent to teeclasses in mosttleer venues you will neea conbination of
Regular, Jumpers and Gamblers targifather iro these classe

If youare competingat the highest level of compgion in Regular, Jupers and @mblers (or their
equivalents) then you may éer at theElite level in all class offeral.

Same goplies for the Open Level.

When enteringtrials,you do NOT need tshow these titles in order to enter. Simply entéwettrial
as you normHy would a the level you wish to run.

If you havesubmitted yaur titles to be reviewedorrecty thenwhen your points come to the NADAC
office, they will show up in your recosnd accumulate properly. If you have not submiittthe
proper documets for review, or the review process has not been conteleé your poirs will show up
with a \alue ofZero and will not count towards title or awards.

Pleae note that once your rewehas been completed, they will start to accumulatéou do not
need to wait for thereview process to complete in order to entigrals. Yu could enter a trial iad
then submit your documents after the trial is over, and oagour review is finished ymw points would
then show up as normal.

The dog shutd work off both sides of the handler, be able to discrimiesbetween
obstacles and frdg move away from the handler while performing thbstacles with greater
distance ad directional control.

In the Veterans andudiior Handlerdivisions, the dog shidbe gven ther allotted standard course
time and the dog mst jump their valid Veteransr Junior Handler jump height.

In Regular Agility eun may receive a-point qualifier if the total number of faults is 5 or fesv (time
faults or course faults). Fa clean, nonfaulted run under the standard course time,dhdog shall
earn 10points.

Certification in the Regular Agility Classes requadstal of 30points. An Outstading Performance
title can be earned with 1@points in htro, Novice, or Open ahwith 200-pointsin Hite. A Superior
Performance title cabe earned with 20points inIntro, Novice, or Open and with 4gibints in
Elite.Outstanding Perfornrace and Supeor Performance titles are not requiredlgs to move ¢ the
next level.

In the Veteans am Junior Handler Divisions, the dog shall beagi their allotted standardaurse
time and the dog must jump their valid VeteranJunior Handler jmp height.

For a clean, norfaulted run under the Standd Course timne, the dog shall earn 3foints.

Certfication in the Jumpers Classes requires a tata30-points. An OutstandigPerformance title
can be earned with 6@oints inintro, Novice, or Ope and with D0-points in Elite. A Superior
Performanceitle can be arned with 108points inIntro, Novice or Open and with 20@points in
Elite. Outstading Performance and SuperiBeformance titles are not required titles to move the
next level.
